Warehouse Day 
 

It was an awesome experience to see God’s family working together to 

accomplish His work.  That is exactly what occurred the last Saturday in 

October when over 85 of His people came together to work at the 

warehouse to deliver needed items to 14 families in the southwest 

southeast areas of Albuquerque.  A total of 15 churches and Christian 

organizations were represented that day and much was accomplished as 

everyone worked together for a common goal.   

     
 

Along with the furniture and household goods delivered  to the families, 

the warehouse was cleaned and organized.  We were able to fill one very 

large dumpster with broken and unusable items, as well as gather up 2 

truck and trailer loads of items for Grace Thrift Store.  The Home Depot  

donations portion of the warehouse received a much needed facelift; 

around 10 sets of shelving were assembled giving us the ability to get 

things off the floor.  80 complete toilets were assembled from pieces and 

parts; 50 of these will be heading to Mexico very soon to be used in an 

orphanage.  Walkways were cleared making items more accessible 

throughout the warehouse.  The bedding area was reorganized and 

mattresses were stacked against the wall according to size.  Sofas, 

loveseats, chairs and bed frames were counted and organized.  It was 

truly a productive morning. 

 

Following the work, JR’s Bar-B-Q donated and catered a delicious meal for 

all the volunteers.  Could there be a better way to end the day? 

 

A reminder to all:  We do deliveries every Saturday, and we are in need 

of volunteers to help on a regular basis.  This is especially true for the next 

several weeks as we attempt to get caught up before Christmas.  If there
