INTERVIEW WITH A CLIENT- Helen

In our continuing feature on highlighting a special individual, 

this month I would like to introduce you to Helen, a client of 

Love INC.  I met Helen this past Monday for the first time.  I 

was in for a delightful surprise – instead of focusing on her, she 

proceeded to tell me about a volunteer who came to help her 

with her home repairs back in February.  His name is Travis. 

 

Her face lit up as she shared her memories of the many Love 

INC volunteers that came to help her; it became instantly clear 

that Travis had done as much to lift her spirits as he had done 

in repairing her roof.  Although there was a significant amount 

of time between her initial request to Love INC, and when 

volunteers became available, things came together in God’s 

timing.   For example, the day the volunteers showed up to 

clean her yard was Helen’s 75
th

 birthday and it had not been 

planned that way.   All the volunteers, including Travis, came 

into her life at a time when she was having a very hard time 

emotionally, and their arrival lifted her spirits tremendously.   

Many times a client will have a special spiritual connection with 

a particular volunteer and that indeed happened between 

Travis and Helen. 

 

Many Love INC volunteers continued to help Helen over a 

period of a couple of months by cleaning the yard, hauling 

trash to the dump, and assessing her cars that she donated to 

Love INC.  This was a real team effort.  It was only after sharing 

her interaction with Love INC that she shared the details of her 

life with me.  What was planned as a short interview, ended up 

being a couple wonderful hours of conversation.  And as this 

story demonstrates, Love INC volunteers provide much more 

than furniture, household items, and minor repairs.   Love 

INC is about relationships.
